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1. Remove LR6 Fixture from the packag-
ing and rotate the “Flip Clips” clockwise
until the pointed tip of the clip lines up
with the arrow and the metal base. This

position is the installation ready position.

2. Make sure the power is turned
off at the source to the recessed
housing(s) that you are installing
the fixture(s) in.

3. Once power has been turned off, re-
move existing trim and CFL or Incandes-
cent bulb revealing the screw-in Edison
style socket.

4. Locate the edison style screw socket**
in your existing recessed housing and re-
move any screws that prevent the socket
bracket from being removed.
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4a. Pull socket assembly including
the bracket as low as possible given the
existing wire length available. (May re-
quire socket plate removal) Remove any
excess bracketry from edison socket.

GU-24 Whip Installation: 1. Insert the
input wires into the Insulation Displacement
Connectors provided on the GU-24 Socket
whip and clamp down on the metal u-con-
nector until flush with the top of the plastic
insulator.

2. Close plastic hinged cover and snap lock.

5. Gu-24 Only - Attach whip socket to
the LR6 by inserting pins into the socket
and twisting socket until locked.

Removal of Installed LR6 Fixture

6. Loosen existing metal screw in
recessed housing to attach ground wire.
Unbind ground wire and hook end of wire
around loosened metal screw connected
to metal recessed housing. Tighten screw
to hold ground hook securely to housing.

7. Edison Socket - Attach LR6 or LR6C
to recessed housing socket. Screw LR6
into the socket by turning clockwise.

9. Rotate LR6 Fixture 1/4 turn clock-
wise to lock clips into position. Your
LR6 fixture should now be securely
installed into the ceiling.
