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Preparation 
 

1. After opening all boxes and packages, read this introduction carefully. Check that all of the 
needed parts are included in the package, by marking all the components on the “Detailed 
Diagram of Shower Door Components”. Examine boxes and packages for shipping damage. If 
the unit has been damaged, has a finishing defect, or has missing parts, please contact our 
customer support department within 3 business days of the delivery date. Please note that 
DreamLine TM will not replace any damaged products or missing parts free of charge 
after 3 business days or if the product has been installed. Feel free to contact DreamLineTM 
if you have any questions. 
 

2. Please note that you should consult your local building codes with questions on 
installation compliance standards. Building and plumbing codes may vary by location, 
and DreamLine is not responsible for code compliance standards for your project. 
 

3. Install all of the required plumbing and drainage before securing the shower. Have a competent 
and licensed (if required by local code) plumber or tradesman do and/or approve your 
plumbing installation. 
 

4. Please insure that prior to the installation the installation surface is leveled and solid and will be 
able to support the total weight of the unit. Also make sure the walls are at right angles. While 
some adjustment in leveling of the door is possible, irregular installation surface level or 
improper angle of side walls will result in serious problems for your installation. Please, note 
that some adjustments and drilling might be necessary during the installation process. 
 

5. Please, NOTE! This door does not have out-of-plumb adjustment. Make sure your walls 
are at right angles

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Shower Door Installation 
 
 
1. Assemble the Wall brackets (07) onto the Stationary glasses 

(01).

2. Place one Stationary glass (01) on the shower base or 

threshold, butt it up against the wall and level it 
vertically.

Note:  Make sure the Stationary glass is absolutely 
vertical.

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3. Outline the position of the Wall brackets (07) on 

the wall. 
Set the Stationary glass (01) aside. 
Remove the Wall bracket from the Stationary 
glass and by placing it back to the outlined position 
mark the drilling holes on the wall. 
Drill the holes in the wall using Ø 5/16” drill bit and 
insert the Wall anchors (05) for the Wall brackets. 
Fasten the Wall brackets to the wall using the 
Round head screw ST4.2×30 (06).

4. Place the Stationary glass (01) back into the designated 

position, assemble the Wall brackets (07) and tighten the 
bolts.

5. Place another Stationary Glass to the other end of the 

shower base or threshold, butt it up against the wall and level 
it vertically. 
Align Stationary glasses by measuring the distance from 
edge of the shower base or the threshold to both glasses.

6. Outline the position of the Wall brackets (07) on 

the wall. 
Set the Stationary glass (01) aside. 
Remove the Wall bracket from the Stationary 
glass and by placing it back to the outlined 
position mark the drilling holes on the wall. 
Drill the holes in the wall using Ø 5/16” drill bit 
and insert the Wall anchors (05) for the Wall 
brackets. 
Fasten the Wall brackets to the wall using the 
Round head screw ST4.2×30 (06).

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7. Place the Stationary glass (01) back into the designated 

position, assemble the Wall brackets (07) and tighten the 
bolts.

Stationary glasses (01) using clear Rubber 
spacers (11), Decorative washers (14) and Hex 
socket bolts M8×22 (13). Place the clear 
Rubber spacers between the Pivot bar and the 
Stationary glass to prevent glass to metal 
connection. 
Place the Decorative washer between the Flat 
head bolts M8×22 and the Stationary glass.

assemblies (16) to the Pivot bars 
(03) using Hex socket bolts M8×12 
(12). 
Install the Handle (04) to the Glass 
door (02).

10. Push the Flanged anti-

water strip (10) to the 
vertical edge of the Glass 
door (02) to seal between 
the door and the 
Stationary glass (01). 
Push the Bottom anti-
water strip (09) to the 
bottom edge of the Glass 
door. 
Push the Magnetic strips 
(08) to the vertical edges of 
the Glass door and the 
Stationary glass.

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11. Apply the silicone caulk along the connection of 

the Shower base or threshold to the Stationary 
glasses (01) and the bottom Pivot bar (03). 
Also apply the silicone caulk along the walls and 
the Stationary glasses.

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Product Maintenance 
 
To insure long lasting life for your acrylic back walls, wipe them off after each use with a soft cloth. To 
clean the acrylic back walls use non-abrasive sprays or cream based cleaners. Never use abrasive 
cleansers, metal brushes or scrapers that could scratch or dull the surface. 
 
To insure long lasting life for your glass shower products, wipe them off after each use with a soft cloth. 
Rinse and wipe of the glass using either soft cloth or squeegee to prevent soap buildup. Never use 
abrasive cleaners and cleaning products that contain scoring agent because this may scratch the surface. 
Never use bristle brushes or abrasive sponges. 
 
To assure a long lasting finish wipe off the metal parts after each use with a soft cloth. Do not use 
abrasive cleaners or cleaning products containing ammonia, bleach or acid. If accidentally used, rinse the 
surface as soon as possible to prevent finish peeling or corrosion. After cleaning the shiny finishes, rinse 
thoroughly and wipe dry with soft cloth.  Clean stainless steel surfaces at least once a week. When 
applying stainless steel cleaner or polish, work with (not across) the grain. Never use abrasive sponge or 
cloth, steel wool or wired brushes.

If DreamLine™ vanities, vessel sinks and shower columns are used commercially, DreamLine™ warrants such products to be free from 
defects in material and workmanship for three (3) months from initial date of purchase from an authorized dealer, with all other terms of this warranty ap-
plying except duration.  DreamLine™ Jetted and Steam Shower Cabins are not intended for commercial use and there is no warranty extended 
for these products for commercial use.  

DreamLine™ hereby disclaims all warranties for products sold as dealer or store displays.  DreamLine™ hereby disclaims all warranties for products used outside of 
the United States or Canada whether expressed or implied, including but not limited to the implied warranties of merchantability and fitness for a particular purpose.

DreamLine™ will, at its election, repair, replace with product of equal value or make appropriate adjustment where DreamLine’s analysis or inspection of 
warranty claim discloses any such defects occurring in normal usage within the warranty period. DreamLine warranty obligation shall be discharged upon 
tender of replacement or repair. Purchaser’s refusal to accept the tender terminates warranty obligation.

DreamLine™ warrants glass, acrylic and finish to be free from defects in workmanship for a period of five (5) years from initial date of purchase by
the owner/end-user, contractor or builder from an authorized dealer; and plumbing, electrical and steam generator components for a period of 
one (1) year from the initial date of purchase by the owner/end-user, contractor or builder from an authorized dealer.
 
SHOWER COLUMNS
DreamLine™ warrants shower columns to be free from defects in workmanship and materials under normal residential use for a period of one 
(1) year from the initial date of purchase by the owner/end-user, contractor or builder from an authorized dealer.

VANITIES AND VESSEL SINKS
DreamLine™ warrants bathroom vanities and vessel sinks to be free from defects in workmanship and materials under normal residential use 
for a period of one (1) year from the initial date of purchase by the owner/end-user, contractor or builder from an authorized dealer.
