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How To Put Your
Ceiling Fan Together

1. Position the fan motor and housing assembly in the
lower foam packing so that the top of the motor is
facing you.

2. Separate, untwist and unkink the four motor leads.
3. Obtain the hanger ball/downrod assembly and

remove the hanger ball by loosening the setscrew
in the hanger ball until the ball falls freely down the
downrod (Figure 1). Remove the pin from the
downrod , then remove the hanger ball. Retain the
pin and hanger ball for reinstallation in Step 6.

4. Route the white, blue, and black motor leads
through the downrod. Fold the yellow wire into the
slot in the motor coupling, slide the downrod down
the wires and seat the downrod in the motor
coupling (Figure 2).

5. Align the clevis pin holes in the downrod with the
holes in the motor coupling. Install the clevis pin
and secure with the hairpin clip (Figure 2). The
clevis pin must go through the holes in the motor
coupling and the holes in the downrod. Push the
straight leg of the hairpin clip through the hole near
the end of the clevis pin until the curved portion of
the hairpin clip snaps around the clevis pin. The
hairpin clip must be properly installed to prevent
the clevis pin from working loose. Pull on the
hanger ball to make sure the clevis pin is properly
installed.

6. Install the setscrew (supplied in loose parts bag) in
the motor coupling and tighten using the 5/32"
setscrew wrench (supplied) (Figure 3).

7. Screw two 1” threaded studs (provided) into the
motor (Figure 4). Leave approximately 7/8” of the
stud extending above the motor. Slide the motor
cover over the downrod and rotate the cover until
the threaded studs protrude; install two knurled
knobs (supplied) to secure the cover.

NOTE: Make sure the red and brown leads are
capped with wire connectors. Make sure the red,
brown, and yellow wires and wire connectors are
completely inside motor coupling cover and not
pinched between the motor coupling cover and
motor.

8. Position the ceiling cover over the downrod. Be
sure the cover is oriented correctly, with the large
opening at the top (Figure 5).

9. Reinstall the hanger ball on the downrod as
follows. Route the motor leads through the hanger
ball and slide the hanger ball over the downrod
(Figure 5). Install the pin through the holes at the
top of the downrod and slide the hanger ball up
the downrod, aligning the ball so the pin is
captured in the groove in the top of the hanger
ball. Pull the hanger ball up tight against the pin
and securely tighten the setscrew in the hanger
ball. A loose setscrew could create fan wobble.

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10.The blue, black and white leads exiting the
downrod are 80-inches long. Before installing fan,
measure up approximately 6 to 9-inches above the
ball/downrod assembly. Cut off excess leads and
strip back insulation 1/2-inch from end of leads.

11.Use three 10-32 x 3/8" pan head screws and flat
washers (supplied) to secure flange to blade
(Figure 6). Repeat for the remaining four blades.

12.Use the 10 round recessed holes in the motor hub
marked with "5" and install the f ive blade
assemblies (ordered separately) in accordance
with Step 13.

13.Attach one blade assembly to the motor hub using
two 10-32 x 5/8" oval head screws (supplied)
(Figure 7). Do not tighten completely at this time.
Install remaining blade assemblies in the same
way. Gently snug all flange screws to the motor
hub, working around the hub in a clockwise
sequence. Next, securely tighten all flange screws,
again working in a clockwise sequence. Failure to
follow this procedure could result in fan wobble.
This completes the blade installation.

14. Securely attach the hanger bracket to the outlet
box using the two screws supplied with the outlet
box (Figure 9).

15. Carefully l i f t  the fan and seat the hanger
ball/downrod assembly on the hanger bracket that
was just attached to the outlet box (Figure 10). Be
sure the groove in the ball is lined up with tab on
the hanger bracket (Figure 9).

c. Securely connect the blue wire from the
downrod to the supply red (hot) wire using
wire connector (supplied). After connections
have been made, turn leads upward and
carefully push leads into the outlet box, with
the white and green leads on one side of the
outlet box and the black, blue and yellow leads
on the other side of the outlet box.

17. Screw the two 1-1/4” threaded studs (provided)
into the tapped holes in the hanger bracket.

18. Lift the ceiling cover up to the threaded studs and
turn until studs protrude through the holes in the
ceiling cover (Figure 12).

19. Secure the ceiling cover in place by sliding
lockwashers over the threaded studs and
installing the two knurled knobs (supplied).
(Figure 12.) Tighten the knurled knobs securely
until the ceiling cover fits snugly against the
ceiling and the hole in the ceiling cover is clear of
the pipe.

20. Screw in three candelabra base lamps into the
uplight sockets on top of the fan housing
assembly. Maximum lamp wattage as follows:
CF4500 - 25-watt max., CF4800 - 40-watt max.

21. Connect the pendant and chain (supplied) to the
switch pull chain using the coupling (supplied).

16. For a wall control installation you will need a
three-wire (with ground) conductor cable between
the ceiling and wall outlet boxes. This will allow
you to control the fan separately from the lights.
Figure 11 is a basic wiring diagram that will
control the uplight and downlight on a switch and
the fan on a separate control. Refer to the
installation instructions and wiring diagrams
supplied with the Emerson Fan Control Owner’s
Manual.
a. Connect the green grounding lead from the

hanger ball and the green grounding lead from
the hanger bracket to the grounding conductor
of supply (this may be a bare wire or a wire
with green colored insulation).
