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Installation Procedures

Typical installation includes wall preparation, installation of faucet Support ~
and pop-up drain, connection of flexible water supply lines, and Bracket
attachment of lavatory to wall, sizing and installation of drain,
connecting supplies to house water system.

Lavatory Mounting Provisions — Whether the lavatory is used

for replacement or new installation, the wall area behind the

console lavatory must be reinforced to provide secure

mounting for the new unit. Finished

Provide suitable reinforcement required for anchoring the vanity to

the wall. *Determine horizontal centerline location of support from

fixture.

If molding is present, either notch the molding to seat the \
vanity flush against the wall or provide suitable spacer. \/

Rough in supply lines and waste per rough in dimensions. SPACER
NOTE: If current supply lines are greater than 8" on center, \

they may interfere with cutout in rear of vanity or vanity
shelf.

Use a Carpenter's Square to ensure that the console
lavatory is level.

Move the vanity into place and anchor it to the wall through O
the mounting brackets in the rear of the vanity.

Continue with installation appropriate for top and sink
options chosen.

Following manufacturer's
instructions, install faucet
and drain assembly. Be
certain to apply a bead of
sealing putty on the
underside of the drain (area
"A") in order to ensure a
watertight seal between the
lavatory and drain. Remove
excess putty after installing
drain on lavatory.

Return the fitted sink to the
installed position. Connect
trap to drain assembly hand
tight to check alignment. It
may be necessary to cut off
part of the tailpiece (area
"B") and/or part of the drain
elbow of the trap (area "C").

Place Square L'Expression sink #10441 onto console
table, aligning the holes in sink with the mounting
hardware.

Use a Phillips screwdriver to tighten firmly.
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Care and Cleaning of Vanity

Please note that some chemicals may damage the finish on the frame. Take care to avoid having the frame come into
contact with the following: iodine, hair dye, after shave lotion, Lestoil“, Lysol Tub and Tile Cleaner®, Lysol Spray
Disinfectant”, Dow Disinfectant®, acetone, paint remover, Formula 409 Tile-X“, and Nair”. Use the Milsek Furniture
Polish and Cleaner (sample included) to care for the support frame and panels.

Do not use harsh abrasives or caustic cleaners to clean fixture surfaces. A mild detergent, warm water, and a soft
cloth will remove normal dirt and soap accumulations from fittings and surfaces. Rinse thoroughly after cleaning and
polish with a soft dry cloth to restore original luster of material.

PORCHER FURNITURE LIMITED WARRANTY

If inspection of this Porcher plumbing product, within one year after its initial purchase, confirms that it is defective in materials
or workmanship, Porcher will repair or, at its option, exchange the product for a similar model. Variations in actual wood color and
finishes which may result from natural characteristics of the wood, such as grain patterns, mineral streaks and the like, are not
defects and are not covered by this warranty.
