m Install SEAL (1) into base of FAUCET (2). Assemble Optional DECK PLATE (3), and PUTTY PLATE (4) to FAUCET BODY (2) with
SCREW (5). Apply a bead of putty to underside of PU PLATE (3). Fig. 1a.

B Insert FLEX HOSE (6) and SPOUT SHANK (7] through center hole of mounting surface. Fig. 1a.
B Assemble "C" WASHER (8) and LOCKNUT (9] onto threads of SPOUT SHANK (7) from underside of mounting surface. Fig. 1b.

m Align FAUCET (2) and tighten LOCKNUT (9). If installing DECK PLATE (3) hand tighten DECK PLATE SPIN NUTS (10) to secure
FAUCET (2) to mounting surface. Fig. 1b.

B Connect 3/8" compression coupling nut on fitting supply hose to
cold water supply or tempered water supply.
