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Track Assembly

- Attach track AT to T Connector on one end
and 90° Connector on the other end.

- Take two D track pieces and attach to both
connectors. Refer to Diagram 2

- Slide a T Connector into track D1, attach
Cross Connector to track D2. Attach track A2
between both connectors. Refer to Diagram 3

- Attach straight track D3 to T Connector,
attaching a 90° Connector to the other end.
Track D4 needs to be attached to Cross
Connector and a T Connector attached to the
other side. Refer to Diagram 4

- Track A3 needs to be attached between the T
Connector and 90° Connector.

- Repeat steps for section B and C to complete
track assembly.

- For Cord Suspension and Canopy Power Feed
placement refer to Diagram 1.
