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Turn off power.
Find the appropriate threaded holes on mounting strap. Assemble
mounting screws into threaded holes.
Attach mounting strap to outlet box. (Screws not provided)
Mounting strap can be adjusted to suit position of fixture.

Grounding instructions: (See lllus. A or B).
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On fixtures where mounting strap is provided with a hole and two
raise dimples. Wrap ground wire from outlet box around green
ground screw, and thread into hol\
On fixtures where a cupped washer is provided. Put ground wire
from outlet box under cupped washer and green ground screw
and thread screw into hole in mounting strap.
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If fixture is provided with ground wire. Connect fixture ground wire to
outlet box ground wire with wire connector, after following the above
steps. Never connect ground wire to black or white power supply wires.
