MOUNTING THE FIXTURE (Fig. 1)

1. Shut off power at the circuit breaker and remove old
fixture form wall including the crossbar.

2. Carefully remove the fixture from the carton on a clear
area, and check that all parts are included as shown in

the illustration.

3. Take Cap Nut(E) out of Lamp Body (D) from Fixture
body. Secure Crossbar(A) using Mounting Screws(B)
(Size: #8-32N*1"L) to the Outlet Box. (Green screw
must be faced out).

ADJUST LENGTH OF ELECTRIC CABLE(Fig. 3)

4. Please refer the Fig. 3 in case the cable need to be
shorten. Carefully cut and remove approximately 4” of
the outer sheathing from cord end and strip 1/2” of the
wire ends bare to expose the copper strands.Then

knot the cable.

CONNECTING THE WIRES (Fig. 2)

5. Connect the electrical wires as shown in Fig. 2, making
sure that all wire connectors(C) are secured. If your
outlet has a ground wire (green or bare copper),
connect the fixture Ground Wire and Bare copper
together to the outlet box Ground wire. Otherwise,
connect the fixture’s Ground Wire directly to the
Circular Strap or Reinforcement Plate using the Green

Screw provided.

FINISHING THE INSTALLATION (Fig. 1)

6. Place Lamp Body (D) onto Secure Crossbar (A) and
secure tightly using Cap Nut (E).

7. Install the Light Bulb(G) into the Lampholder(F), in
accordance with the fixture’s specifications. (DO NOT
EXCEED THE MAXIMUM WATTAGE RATING). (NE
PAS DEPASSER LA PUISSANCE NOMINALE
