REMEMBER to turn off the power. Follow the steps below to hang your fan  properly:

Step 1. Attach the mounting bracket to the outlet box with two screws provided with your outlet box. 
Make sure the bracket is firmly secured. (Fig. 1)

Step 2. Lift fan into position by hanging the motor assembly onto the hook from the ceiling mounting 
bracket allowing it to hang freely. (Fig. 1)

4 ELECTRICAL CONNECTIONS
       WARNING: To avoid possible electrical shock be sure electricity is    

turned off at the main fuse or breaker box before wiring.
 
NOTE: The Aire Control® System is equipped with a learning frequency 
function which has 256 code combinations to prevent potential 
interference from other remote units. The frequency on your Receiver 
and Transmitter units have been preset at the factory. (Fig. 2) No 
frequency change is necessary,  should you desire to install another fan 
within the same home or area with a seperate frequency code please see 
the "frequency interference" troubleshooting section of this instruction 
manual to learn how to change the frequency. 

Caution! The dip switches on the receiving unit are covered with a 
rubber cover, remove the rubber cover and then have it replaced after 
making any changes to the dip switches. 

Step 1 Connect the fan supply (black) wire to the black household supply 
wire as shown in Figure 3 & 4.

Step 2. Connect the neutral fan (white) wire to the white neutral 
household wire.

Step 3 Connect the fan ground wire (green) to the household ground 
wire.

Step 4. After all splices are made, check to make sure there are no loose 
strands. As an additional precaution we suggest to secure the plastic wire 
connectors to the wires with electrical tape.

Step 1. Remove the existing wall plate and switch from the wall outlet box.

Step 2. Make the electrical connections as shown in Fig.4. If your outlet box has a ground 
wire (Green or Bare Copper) connect the Transmitter's ground wire directly to one of the 
screws from the outlet box. Secure all wire connections with the plastic wire nuts provided.

Step 3. Carefully tuck the wire connections inside the outlet box. Use the screws provided 
to secure the wall transmitter and wall plate to the outlet box. (Fig. 5)

NOTE: Your Aire ControlTM System includes two sets of face and decorative plate color 
options. The wall control comes with standard white faceplate attached. If you desire to 
replace it with the Ivory color faceplate included, use a small flat screw driver and gently 
pry it apart from the top or bottom of the plate.

FINISHING THE INSTALLATION 
Step 1. Loosen two of the four screws from the mounting 
bracket and remove the other two.

Step 2. Remove the motor assembly from the mounting 
bracket hook and engage the key holes to the two 
screws previously loosened.

      Step 1. Insert the blades into the motor housing blade slots, push blade until it stops. You should 
be able to hear the inside safety pin drop into the blade hole to secure the blade in place. (Fig. 7)

CAUTION: Re-check each blade to make sure all blades are secured to the locking mechanism by 
holding the blade from the tip and gently pulling it outwards. The blades should be snug to the 
motor housing without any up, down or sideways play.

All blade sets are grouped by weight. Because plastic injection varies in density, the fan may wobble 
even though the blades are weight matched.

BLADE REMOVAL
In the event that the blades need to be removed, use the blade removal tool included with your fan. 
Remove the two screws, washers and rubber covers from the motor housing. Remove the blades by 
pulling the safety pin via the opening above the blade in the motor housing as shown. 
IMPORTANT! Make sure to replace the rubber covers, washers and screws. (Fig. 8)

These buttons turn the light ON or OFF and also control 
the brightness settings of the light. The following  

instructions apply to ceiling fans that feature a DOWN 
light (     button) only or ceiling fans that feature an UP 
light (    button) and a DOWN light (    button) that are 
controlled independent of each other;
 
Press and release the button for the desired light to turn 
the light ON or OFF. Press and hold the button to set the 
desired light brightness. The light will cycle between 
bright and dim settings as long as the button is pressed.

Speed settings for warm or cold weather 
depend on factors such as room size, ceiling 
height and number of fans.

NOTE: To change the direction of the rotation of 
the blades the fan must be in operation mode.

Warm Weather (forward) 
A DOWNWARD airflow creates a cooling effect 
as shown in Figure 10. This allows you to set 
your air conditioner on a warmer setting 
without affecting your comfort.

Cool Weather (Reverse) 
An UPWARD airflow moves warmer air off the 
ceiling area as shown in Figure 11. This allows 
you to set your heating unit on a cooler setting 
without affecting your comfort.

SUMMER OPERATION WINTER OPERATION
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Here are some suggestions to help maintain your fan.

1. Because of the fan's natural movement some connections may become 
loose. Check the support connections, brackets and blade attachments 
twice a year. Make sure they are secure. (It is not necessary to remove 
fan from the ceiling).

2. Clean your fan periodically to help maintain its new appearance over 
the years. Use only a soft brush or lint free cloth to avoid scratching the 
finish. Plated finishes are sealed with lacquer to minimize discoloration 
or tarnishing. 

3. Use a lint free lightly damp cloth or duster to remove dust from the 
blades.

4. There is no need to oil your fan. The motor has permanently lubricated 
bearings.

5. If your fan is provided with glass shades, clean with lukewarm soapy water 
and a soft cloth or sponge. DO NOT IMMERSE GLASS SHADES IN HOT WATER. 
DO NOT PUT GLASS SHADES INTO AN AUTOMATIC DISHWASHER.

Note: After the AC power is on, do not press any other button on the transmitter before pressing the "Stop" button, doing so will cause the 
procedure to fail.

Within 60 seconds of turning the Fan's AC power ON. Press the transmitter's "Stop" button and hold the "Stop¡" button for 10 seconds.

Once the receiver has detected the set frequency, the down light of your fan if applicable will blink twice. (there is no indication if your fan is not 
equipped with a light).  

The receiver has now learn the frequency which has been selected on the transmitter. After completing the steps above, you should be able to 
operate the ceiling fan and light. If the fan is not responding to the transmitter, please turn the power off to the receiver, and repeat the process.
