Recommended Installation by a Professional Plumbing Contractor

Note: The use of petroleum base plumbers putty on our products will nullify the warranty. Ve recom

mend the use of clear silicone sealing materials.

If mounting faucet to stainless steel rim, an under-mount support, (e.g. wood, appropriate size x 1/2”

thick), should be utilized.

I. Drill hole in mounting surface. Recommended deck hole @1.350”
not to exceed @1.562”.
2. Place O-ring (2) on underside of base RING (I). See Figure la.

3. Insert Hoses through base RING (I) and hole in mounting surface.
Secure into place with mounting FLANGE (3) and flange NUT (4), uti-
lizing WRENCH (5) supplied. See Figure I.

4. Attach faucet 1/2 MIP HOSES (6) to risers and water supply valves not
included. See Figure 2.

Caution: Hold faucet supply hose steady while tightening flexible supply line
nut until seal is achieved. When making connections be sure to use two
wrenches when tightening.

5. DO NOT remove the HOSE (8) from SPOUT (9). See Figure 3.

6. Attach CLIP (10) to HOSE (8) as shown. See Figure 4a. Connect to
valve OUTLET (I 1) by firmly pressing together until it clicks into place.
See Figure 4.
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7. Apply adhesive GRIPS (16a) to inside of WEIGHT (16). See Figure 5a. Attach WEIGHT (16) to hose
assembly in the appropriate area shown, on the upward swing toward the SPRAYHEAD (1), in order to

provide proper pull to the hose. See Figure 5.

8. With faucet in the OFF position, open water supplies valves. Inspect connections under sink for leaks.

DO NOT turn faucet on yet.

9. Pull SPRAYHEAD (1) out from SPOUT (5).While hold-
ing HOSE (14), detach SPRAYHEAD (1). Aiming HOSE
(14) into sink, turn on faucet to center position (mixed)
and flush for one minute to remove debris from lines.

0. Turn OFF faucet and reattach SPRAYHEAD (I) to
HOSE (14). DO NOT over tighten. Lock in place by
inserting PINS (la) into SPOUT (5) receptacle and
twist. See Figure 5b.

I'l. Check the SPRAYHEAD (1) by operating the trigger
from aerator to spray.The diverter will reset to aerator
mode when water pressure is low or off.

* Do not use any abrasive cleaners, detergents, brass or silver polish which will scratch the surface.

* Clean with a soft damp cloth.

Applying a coating of a non-abrasive liquid wax to the clean surface of the product will keep it looking beautiful. Brass ProTech, a product of
Brasstech, Inc., can be used on all types of decorative painted and plated finishes.

Simply apply Brass ProTech with a soft cloth and let it dry. Then remove by rubbing gently with a soft dry cloth. Brass ProTech contains no harsh
abrasives.

We highly recommend using Brass ProTech on items finished in Satin Nickel (15S), Polished Nickel (I5), Polished Silver (25) and Satin Silver (25S).
Do not allow soap scum or minerals in water to build up on the surface finish of your faucets or bath fittings (including toothpaste). These will
gradually eat into any finish and diminish the beauty of your Newport Brass products.

Flush pipes prior to installation: Solder and other debris may damage ceramic discs. Cartridges are factory set at 14—16 Ibs. torque.
Limited Warranty

* Powder Coat Epoxy, Polished Chrome (26), Satin Chrome (26D), Oil Rubbed Bronze (10B), Forever Brass PVD (01), Satin Brass PVYD (04) and
Stainless Steel PVD (20) finishes on kitchen, bath or lavatory drains of all types (“Drains”) are warranted for one (1) year from date of purchase
by the Original Purchaser.

* All other Drain finishes have no warranty.

Functionality

* All Product parts except valves are warranted for |0 years from date of purchase by the Original Purchaser.

* Ceramic disc valves for the lavatory faucet, tub/shower and roman tub are warranted for as long as the Original Purchaser owns the home.

* All other valves (balance pressure, thermostatic, etc.) are warranted for one () year from date of purchase by the Original Purchaser
