Installation Instructions

e Push the valve up through the hole in
the mounting surface. Thread the
mounting ring with o-ring on as far as
it will go.

e Pull downward on the valve until the
mounting ring is seated firmly on the
countertop. -Tighten the tensioning
screws.




Thread on the escutcheons with o-
rings. Install the red and blue color
rings. Install the white plastic handle
snap connectors with the screws.-
Press the handle firmly over the snap
connector and push firmly
downwards.

Seat the spout assembly with sealing
ring on top of the mounting surface.
From below, thread on the fiber
washer, metal washer, and mounting
nut.

Make sure that the spout assembly
stands straight. Tighten the
tensioning screws.

Use the 9/16" compression fittings to
install the connection hoses to the
valve outlets.

Connect the valves to the angle stops
with %2” supply hoses and nuts.
(Hansgrohe does not provide angle
stops, supply hoses, or nuts.)

e Remove the plunger assembly.
e Unscrew the drain outlet flange from the tee.

e Unscrew the tailpiece from the tee. Wrap the threads with plumbers’ thread tape
and replace.

e Install the white, flexible sealing gasket to the flange. Sit it in the sink outlet.

e From under the sink, install the black mack gasket, white friction ring , and retainer
nut to the flange. Do not tighten the nut against the bottom of the sink at this time.

e Thread the tee and failpiece to the flange. The pivot must face the faucet. If
necessary, turn the drain assembly.

e Tighten the retainer nut.
e Sit the plunger assembly in the drain.

e Install the horizontal rod so that the end goes through the loop in the bottom of the
height adjuster.

e Install and hand tighten the pivot ball nut.
e Attach the swivel connector to the end of the horizontal rod.

e Attach the swivel connector to the end of the vertical rod. Position as desired, and
tighten with a small, flathead screwdriver.
